Australia's security challenges are tied up with the region's security challenges. Our
region is currently being reshaped, including with military build-up, contributing to a
more dangerous and volatile region with a greater risk of escalation and conflict.
Enhanced Australian defence capabilities will be essential for deterring conflict in our
region, enabling us, in collaboration with allies and partners, to contribute to strategic
balance in the region. In addition to the challenge of maintaining a free and open
Indo-Pacific region, we face compounding economic and climate security challenges.

Australia faces a number of security challenges, including foreign interference and
ideologically motivated violent extremism. Climate change is also threatening human

security and increasing the frequency of natural disasters, impacting Australia and
our closest neighbours in the Pacific.
